  Production Agreements Due September 21st 

Aspire Repertory Theatre’s “A Nutcracker Dream” is a team effort that requires the whole cast to participate 

and work together.  Out of respect for our families’ time, we do not schedule more rehearsal time than we 

expect we will need.  That makes each rehearsal important for dancers and performers to learn their part 

and for the safety of everyone in the cast.  If a performer misses more than 2 rehearsals, their role may be 

reduced or they may be asked to understudy the role instead.  Health guidelines and COVID precautions 

are subject to change  

There is a $30 production fee to participate in Aspire Repertory Theatre’s “A Nutcracker Dream”.

1. Attend all rehearsals scheduled by Aspire Repertory Theatre.  If you have a conflict or are experiencing 

any COVID-19 symptoms and need to miss rehearsal, you must communicate with the Directors by email 

(production@aspirerep.org) at the earliest opportunity.  We may need to make casting changes if danc-

ers cannot attend mandatory rehearsals. 

2. Exhibit courteous and professional behavior at all times during the period of this contract. 

3. Abide by all COVID-19 guidelines and requirements of Aspire Repertory Theatre.  

4. Freely and knowingly assume all risks incidental to participating in Aspire Repertory Theatre (ART) re-

hearsals and performances.  I agree to each statement above and release ART from any and all liability 

for unintentional exposure or harm due to COVID-19.  I hereby waive any right, claim or course of action 

against ART, its officers, directors, employees or agents, releasing them from any liability arising out of 

an injury, direct or indirect. I also give permission to be photographed/videotaped and to allow ART to 

release said photographs/videos for publicity and fundraising purposes. 

5. Provide the necessary undergarments: All female and female presenting dancers will need a tan 

(“nude”) camisole strap leotard and pink OR tan tights—details in November. All male and male pre-

senting dancers will need a tan or skin-tone dance belt or appropriate undergarment, and black tights/

leggings. Aspire Repertory Theatre agrees to provide all costumes (excluding dance shoes, pointe 

shoes, tights, undergarments, and hair extensions), coaching, rehearsals, rehearsal space and perfor-

mance locations.  Costumes are the property of Aspire Repertory Theatre.  

6. Pay the $30 production fee. Payment can be made via credit, check, or cash at the returning of this form.
